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TOPIC 10. Pedagogical process as a system (8 hours)

LESSON 1

4. Ethics of the pedagogical process. Axiological components of pedagogical activity (pedagogical tact, pedagogical duty, pedagogical authority).

LESSON 2

2. Pedagogical method. Basic teaching methods (verbal, practical, methods of monitoring and evaluating results).

LESSON 3

4. Adverse conditions of education in the family as a factor of deviant behavior. The concept of "deviation". The main types of deviant behavior (aggressive, delinquent, dependent, suicidal behavior).
