- Man is an animal capable of making tools (B. Franklin).

- "Man is not the statistical center of the world, as he long believed, but the axis and apex of evolution" (P. Teilhard de Chardin).

"Before, man meant mortal; but this definition is not accurate or even true. In a strict sense, a person is not a mortal, but the son of deceased fathers, i.e. we do not know death in ourselves, but only from previous cases, a mortal is an induction, not a deduction" (Fedorov N. F. Soch. M., 1982. P. 612).

Analyze the following excerpt from the Preface to Prigozhin's book I., Stengers I. "Order from chaos" (Toffler O., M., 1986. P. 30). 

To what extent does O. Toffler's example prove His thesis? Can we talk about the role of social factors in relation to ants? 

"Much of what is usually attributed to the action of secret biological laws is actually generated not by "selfish" deterministic genes, but by social interactions in non-equilibrium conditions. (For example, in a recent study, ants were divided into two categories: "cowards" and inactive ants, or "idlers". The characteristics that determine the predisposition of ants to one or the other of the two categories could be recklessly attributed to genetic predisposition. However, studies have shown that if you break the existing relationships in the population by dividing the ants into two groups, respectively, consisting only of "workers" and only of "idlers", then in each of the groups, in turn, there is a stratification into" idlers "and"workers". A significant percentage of" idlers "suddenly turn into diligent "workers"!)

- "Freedom means the absence of resistance (with resistance I mean the external of the obstacles to the movement)... From the use of the words "free will" we can draw a conclusion not about the freedom of will, desire or inclination, but only about the freedom of a person, which consists in the fact that he does not meet obstacles to doing what his will, desires or inclinations lead him to" (T. Hobbes).

- "Freedom comes to the world with man... It is the being of man... The individual is completely and always free" (J. p. Sartre).

- "Freedom is the self-expression of the individual; the expression of his spiritual, emotional and sensual abilities" (E. Fromm).

- "Freedom is a known necessity" (B. Spinoza)

- "There are many ways to make human existence hateful, but perhaps the surest of all is to make a person devote himself to the cult of self-preservation" (M. E. Saltykov-Shchedrin).

- "He who dies in order to advance our knowledge, or for the sake of being able to cure diseases, even when he dies, serves life" (A. de Saint-Exupery).

- "Is there any meaning in my life that is not destroyed by the inevitable death?.. Once asked myself: if I believe, whether you believe in what the meaning of life in doing the will of God, the will to increase the love (Concord) in yourself and in the world, and that this increase, connection to a single favorite I'm making a future life. I could not help saying that I did not believe in this particular form. What do I believe in? — I asked. And said sincerely, that believe that we need to be kind... I believe it with all my being..."(L. N. Tolstoy).
